Well before you can be a citizen of the Kingdom of God, a person starts by 
being a member of 'god's family.  which he decided long before you were 
born…to adopt you into his family 

Ephesians 1:5 God decided in advance to adopt us into his own family by 
bringing us to himself through Jesus Christ. This is what he wanted to do, and 
it gave him great pleasure. 

You were included when  
Eph 1:12  13 And now you Gentiles have also heard the truth, the Good News that 
God saves you. And when you believed in Christ, he identified you as his 
own by giving you the Holy Spirit, whom he promised long ago. 14 The Spirit is 
God’s guarantee that he will give us the inheritance he promised and that he 
has purchased us to be his own people. He did this so we would praise and 
glorify him. 

• So now our  core identity is a child of God by Right…As John tells 
us.. 

John 1:12 But to all who believed him and accepted him, he gave the right to 
become children of God. 

• So through receiving Jesus you become a personal child of God 
adopted by God the Father!  Related to him personally, it is not a 
feeling it is a real relationship…  

• And Through Jesus You now have the rights of a child of God 
• it is not feelings it is a legal adoption!

12 She saw two white-robed angels, one sitting at the 
head and the other at the foot of the place where the body of Jesus had been 
lying. 13 “Dear woman, why are you crying?” the angels asked her “Because 
they have taken away my Lord,” she replied, “and I don’t know where they 
have put him.” 14 She turned to leave and saw someone standing there. It was 
Jesus, but she didn’t recognize him. 15 “Dear woman, why are you 
crying?” Jesus asked her. “Who are you looking for?” She thought he was the 
gardener. “Sir,” she said, “if you have taken him away, tell me where you 
have put him, and I will go and get him.” 16 “Mary!” Jesus said. She turned to 
him and cried out, “Rabboni!” (which is Hebrew for “Teacher”). 17 “Don’t 
cling to me,” Jesus said, “for I haven’t yet ascended to the Father. But go find 
my brothers and tell them, ‘I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to 
my God and your God.’”

When you believed, you were marked in him with a seal, the promised Holy 
Spirit, 14 who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the redemption of those who are 
God’s possession—to the praise of his glory. 

• our inheritance is the Earth! 
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• the King is coming back…as prophesied by Daniel..

• Through faith in Jesus You now have the rights of a child of God… 
• it is not feelings it is a legal kingdom right! 
• My core identity is a child of God by Right…just like I am an American by right! I 

was born in this country 
• I was born into the family of God…in the kingdom of God…I have rights… 

• Right now we live by faith waiting for the establishment of that country united with 
the heavenlies called the kingdom of God 

• Right now you have rights as a child of God and a citizen and future ruler in the 
kingdom of God exercise them… 

• You have the right to wear the armor of God!  
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• You have the right to save up treasure and rewards in heaven… 

Matt 6 :1“Be careful not to practice your righteousness in front of others to be seen by them. 
If you do, you will have no reward from your Father in heaven. 

Matt 6:20 But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moths and vermin do not 
destroy, and where thieves do not break in and steal. 

• You have the right to grow in your leadership skills so that you get promotion in the 
future kingdom… 

Matthew 25:21 “His master replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant! You have been 
faithful with a few things; I will put you in charge of many things. Come and share your 
master’s happiness! 
• You have the rights of royalty 
• You have the right to approach God’s throne when in need… 
 
Hebrews 4:16 Let us then approach God’s throne of grace with confidence, so that we may 
receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need. 

And you have the responsibility to do justice! 
 

Matthew 21:43 “Therefore I tell you that the kingdom of God will be taken away from you 
and given to a people who will produce its fruit… 

 
• For this is what kingdom Government is about! 

Micah 6:8He has shown you, O mortal, what is good. And what does the Lord require of you? 
To act justly and to love mercy and to walk humbly with your God. 

• At the final judgment….Jesus puts it this way… 

Matt 25:34 “Then the King will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my 
Father; take your inheritance, the kingdom prepared for you since the creation of the world. 

• This is the inheritance of the children of God…a planet remade…where Justice and 
righteousness rule under the banner of Love… 

• So what are we to do in the mean time? 

1. First you must belong to the Kingdom… have you been reconciled to the King.. 
2. Second…be about the Kingdom business… you are now an ambassador of the King
